Club for 2024.

Dr. Julio Iglesias-Garcia is a Head of the Endoscopy Unit at the
Department of Gastroenterology and Hepatology of the University
Hospital of Santiago de Compostela. He is Treasurer of Sociedad
Espaiola de Patologia Digestiva (SEPD) [Responsible of Endoscopy
